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Medicaid Enroliment: December 2009 Data Snhapshot

Medicaid enrolliment rose by 3.78 million between December 2008 and December 2009, the
program’s largest absolute 12-month enroliment increase since the early days of implementation
in the late 1960s (Figure 1). Medicaid enrollment has risen by nearly é million (13.6%) since the
start of the recession in December 2007. Between that month and December 2009, the nation’s
unemployment rate doubled from 5.0% to 10%. As many Americans lost jobs, incomes, and
access to affordable employer coverage, Medicaid enroliment rose to 48.57 million in
December 2009. Millions more who did not qualify under their state’s existing Medicaid eligibility
criteria likely joined the ranks of America’s now 50 million uninsured.
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for the Kaiser Commission on Medicaid and the Uninsured.

Monthly Medicaid enroliment growth appears to have peaked during the first six months of 2009,
with the largest six-month increase since the program'’s early years occurring from December
2008 to June 2009 when monthly Medicaid enroliment rose by 2.14 million (Figure 2).

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Cross State Trends. Consistent with the national frend, Medicaid enrollment increased in every
state from December 2008 to December 2009 (Tables 1, 2, and Figure 3). Although the size of the
annual increase in Medicaid enrollment varied considerably across states, 23 states experienced
double-digit percentage growth from December 2008 to December 2009, with enrollment

Children vs. Adults. Medicaid eligibility is considerably broader for children than for adults in
most states. As aresult, 60% of the growth in Medicaid enrollment between December 2008 and
December 2009 occurred among children (2.2 million of the 3.7 million total growth, see Table 3).

Aged and Disabled. Forty-four states and DC were able to provide the number of Medicaid
enrollees who were aged or living with disabilities, including those “dual eligibles” covered by
Medicare. Although less sensitive fo changes in economic conditions, enrollment among the
aged and disabled has risen consistently since 2000. Aged and Disabled enrollment growth
averaged 3.0% from December 2000 to December 2008, and increased by 2.8% between
December of 2008 and December 2009 nationally, with increases in all but three states (Table 4).
This growth is significant given the higher health care needs and expendifures associated with
this population who comprise more than two thirds (67% in 2007) of program spending.

Conclusion. Although Medicaid enrollment growth may have peaked in the first half of 2009,
enrollment increases during the recession continue to place additional strain on state budgets.
This growth would likely have been much smaller, and many more Americans would likely have
become uninsured, without the added federal support and maintenance of effort requirements
provided through the 2009 fiscal stimulus, the financing portion of which has been extended to
June 30, 2011. Financing and maintaining the program will continue to be a challenge for state
and federal policymakers as they prepare for the Medicaid eligibility expansions beginning in
2014 under health reform and the 16 million new enrollees estimated to gain Medicaid
coverage.

These December 2009 enrollment data provide the latest available snapshot of Medicaid trends nationally and across the
states.
